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Summary

The purpose of this study is how Civil Society Organizations (CSO), especially Non-
Governmental Organizations (NGO), try to continue their sustainable activities, though
it’s hard to do in Japan. For this purpose, I has picked up one NGO, named Asian
People’s Friendship Society (A.P.F.S.), and looked at their history of activities and
financial condition.

The hypothesize is, A.P.F.S. did the advocacy to move the society at first, but as time
goes by, their activities has changed to the service delivery which could get a high
favorability rating. As a result, they would collect a wide range of supporting people,
and try to survive.

To elucidate this hypothesize, this paper consists of the following three chapters.
Chapter 1, I explained the history of civil society and concept, and defined what is
NGO/NPO. And reviewed the Japanese civil society’s characteristics and history of
social movement. Finally, I emphasized that, after 90’s, advocacy’s substance had
changed and NGO/NPO were pointed out that they were difficult to survive sustainably
on account of their financial problems. Since having this financial problems, I
suggested the way to solve this, and divided into five patterns.

Chapter 2 focused on the foreigners, mainly looked at the irregulars. This chapter I
explained Japanese government policy and irregulars’ human rights. Moreover, I
showed the today’s foreigners’ supporting condition, and found out that though CSO is
as a safety net for the people, there were only limited organizations which would
support irregulars and foreigners.

Chapter 3 analyzed A.P.F.S.. Primary, I researched A.P.F.S.’s history and their
advocacy’s characteristics from newspapers and books. And also, I looked at A.P.F.S.’s
public relations magazines and verified their 30 years’ activities. Then, I had an
assumption that if there were some transitions, it also appeared in financial reports.
Therefore, I analyzed that, too. Finally, I typed A.P.F.S. into my typification which
was shown in Chapter 1 and elucidated how A.P.F.S. members had been tried to
survive.

On the basis of the result of this survey, I have demonstrated my first hypothesize.
Sad to say, Japanese civil society is an immature and have a lack of understanding for
social movement. Despite this, any CSO look at every possible way to survive. In
this report, I can testify how CSO which support the people who seemed impossible to
understand widely try to continue their sustainable activities.
